
1.  If you are unable to register on Jan 7, have someone register for you as there will be a late fee of 
$5 charged for registrations after Jan 7.  To register after Jan 7, contact Nadine at 477-0181 or at 
renenadine56@hotmail.com. 

2.  Membership ($10) is required to register for programs and SCA honours other community 
association memberships.  Memberships may be purchased on registration night. 

3.  Classes require a parent/adult convener.  This person is responsible for phoning participants in 
advance of the program start date to remind them of the dates/cancelled dates, ensuring that the 
facility rules are followed, aiding the instructor if necessary and distributing evaluation forms. 

4.  Programs with a ** are being shared with another community, therefore the registration numbers 
may be limited.  The SCA reserves the right to cancel programs (eg. low enrolment, no 
instructor…).  Classes are subject to cancellations and rescheduling will be attempted but is not 
guaranteed. 

5.  Registration night volunteers may sign up (only their own family) for programs before the general 
public.  To volunteer contact Rachelle at 668-2543. 

6.  The SCA presently subsidizes all programs offered within the community and will provide 
individual support for families who are unable to participate in programs due to financial burden. 

7.  Minimum age requirements are necessary for safety concerns and social/physical readiness.  
Children must be the minimum age for the program before that program’s start date.
